CONSTITUTION AMENDMENT

The council has requested and tasked the PEILAC committee to relook at some few constitutional
amendments some to include adoption of National student association into the council.in this we
intend to have an amalgamation of all students’ leadership to have a body that can be directly be
co-opted or will directly address with council regarding student matters.

The SORK constitution requires periodical revision and amendment. Last year, SORK council
explored the need to have active regional offices, the council held two benchmarking meeting with
the both Kenya medical Association and Pharmaceutical Society of Kenya where we got some
insight on how successful we can be able to run branches, as council we wish to inform that the
process is still on going, and council will update the members on the visibility of the outcomes.

RASCO 2021

Despite the challenges that we had in 2020, we had a successful conference i.e. the 9th RASCO in
Mombasa held on 20th to 23rd October and this was deviation from our normal sequence. Going
forward the council evaluated the possibility of going back to the earlier schedule which would
translate to holding RASCO this year but due to possible apathy from sponsors and members’
participation owing to the political temperature this year, we shall now adopt the new orders of
the years. Notably, last year we realized quality abstracts were presented and take this chance to
thank to all the three committees namely; RASCO Central Committee, RASCO Scientific Committee
and Local Organizing Committee and the council for a well-organized conference. Indeed, it was
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one of the well-attended meeting with over 180 delegates in attendance and over twenty-two
scientific papers presented.

Currently the bill is at the third reading and we were optimistic to have concluded the process by
December last year but due to unavoidable reasons we did not manage. However, the council has
put up strategies to ensure we use our last bullet to conclude on this despite this year being an
election year. Some of the approaches which include delegation of our bill based on members of
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parliament availability, we enable us see the light of the day, a move that has been advised by the
majority and chief whip office.

WORLD RADIOGRAPHY DAY

Last year we had a successful world radiography day in partnership with Mater Misericordiae
Hospital with Ilara Health Limited and Mindray as sponsors of the walk.

SORK in partnership with KMTC department of radiography and imaging held a world
radiography day parallel celebration in KMTC Kisumu campus.

We managed to carry out the following activities including;

2. Awareness walk with an escort of a police band and brochures that explained Radiography
Profession.

3. Talks and speeches regarding World Radiography Day.

4. Media talks shows and coverage at several stations to include -World radiography talk in

-World radiography coverage at Kisumu by Ramogi FM

It is important to note that the event put SORK and the profession into the face of the world to
extent it was quoted by the leader of majority during the second reading of Radiographers Bill.

We aim to inspire students to
pursue and publish their research and abstracts, all while partaking from experienced
professionals and learning through hands-on workshops. The council has envisioned
establishment of the same and other activities geared towards educating, motivating and exposure
to the radiography and imaging students.

Students who wish to develop their research and presentation skills will have a chance to network
with like-minded peers and professionals. They will learn from Radiography professionals in the
country and globally in group workshops or during our keynote lectures and they will find the
conference an inspiring and mentorship environment. Students with no abstracts to present, will
join as passive participants and will have full access to two- three-day conference.

The conference aims in achieving the following objectives

. To provide radiography students with opportunities to present their research findings in
professional environment to include international setting with structured feedback;

. To provide a platform for career development and to help develop the scientists of the
future.
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. To promote interactions among Radiography students from different colleges and
countries
. To promote and encourage innovative thinking by exposing students to current issues in

Radiography in Kenya and beyond.

Through partnership with Radiography schools in Kenya, international universities other stake
holders like WRETF, we aim to carry out a successful program that will attract participants from
all over the world in Mombasa at Kenya Medical Training college grounds during this year’s first
students conference and mentorship that will culminate into to this year’s World Radiography Day
celebrations .where we aim to set standards even for other campuses to emulate. The society has
already engaged KMTC and JKUAT management towards preparing students for the said students
conference by involving them in a series of academic and clinical events such as chest x-ray
competitions, best clinical students competitions and best paper writers etc, to form part of the
student conference awards.
